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1. INTRODUCTION.

The present  is an argumentative essay  in which are shown the results gotten from a research made to the fresh students of the career of Licenciatura en Idioma Inglés, opción Enseñanza, semester I-2003. of the Foreign Languages Department of the University of El Salvador about the real motivations that made them  to choose such a career since most of them are not studying this career with objective to become teachers.


This essay is divided in five parts. The starting point of this essay is the thesis statement in which this team shows  that the fresh students decided to study this career not to be teachers of English but for other objectives that are not related with the teaching; after this, it contains the theoretical framework which has the information used to develop the essay. Moreover, the body of the essay, which is divided in  the different motivations that made the fresh students to choose such a career; the conclusion, which explains the most important points of the research made to these students; the bibliography used to support the research and a glossary that collect the keywords of the essay.


The first part of the essay is the  thesis statement.  This is an affirmation in which this team shows that most of the fresh students of the career of Licenciatura en Idioma Inglés, opción Enseñanza who entered in semester I-2003 are not motivated with the goal to develop the teaching of such a language but with other objectives that are not related with the objective of the career.

Another part of the essay is the theoretical framework. This is the information that was collected in order to support the affirmation of  this team; the topics are about general information of motivation, motivation in the choice of a career, information about adolescence and even the profile of the career.

In the body of the essay are explained carefully the different motivations that the students had at the moment to choose such a career. The motivations that were found in the research are four and they are: the better opportunities to get jobs, the better opportunities to travel to other countries, English as a favourite subject when they were   in High School, and working as translators, interpreters, and working in airlines.

Finally, this essay contains a conclusion , the bibliography and a glossary.  The conclusion of this essay summarizes the most important points that were found after analysing the motivations of these students; it is also included the names of the sources that were used in order to develop the essay and that were necessary to support the thesis statement; and a glossary which collect some keywords that make easier the understanding of the reading of this essay.

 2. THESIS STATEMENT.
Some years up to now it has been heard that many of the fresh students that decide to study the career  of Licenciatura en Idioma Inglés, opción Enseñanza in the University of El Salvador have not been motivated to study this career with the purpose to become teachers.   Most of the fresh students that entered to this career in the semester I year 2003 have not been the exception, since they have expressed they do not want to perform as teachers and instead of that they have other motivations.  Of course, not all of them have the same goals to study this career, this means that there are a few of them that are motivated to study this major with the purpose to become teachers that is the purpose of this career. But, why the other students do not have the motivation to become teachers? Most fresh students’ objective is not teaching English but getting better opportunities to get jobs, travelling to other countries, working as translators , interpreters, working in airlines, and studying English since it was their favourite subject in high school.

3. THEORETICAL FRAMEWORK

3.1. MOTIVATION.

 Everybody shows different kind of behaviours in different situations along life,  some people react in one way and others in another way, depending on the motivation they have for an activity.  But what is motivation? Motivation is a branch of forces that makes people to reach a goal depending on  their  behaviours. According to the Enciclopedia de la Psicología (Practicing Educational Psychology)  motivation is the state  of activation that moves people to behave, this means that everybody needs a motivation to develop an activity, but what for? Simply, just to satisfy their needs.

Talking about needs, the psychologist humanist Abraham Maslow (1954),proposed a theory which affirms that  there exists a hierarchy of 5 needs.  He says that they must be satisfied in an specific order, and the first ones are the physiological needs: to eat and to drink, in this way people would have motivation to develop any activity. Also, there is the need of security, which consists of the need to feel safe in the environment in which people perform their activities.  Another important need  is to belong to any group in the society such as a sport team, friends, religious group, etc, with the purpose that a person feels accepted and supported by others. The fourth need is the self-steam in which people can feel useful within the society.  And the last one is the need of self-fulfilment; it means that people use their abilities and capacities to develop different activities that allow fulfil themselves as a person.

Even though everybody has the necessity to satisfy the needs mentioned before to feel motivated, has to be understood as what motivates some people, it can not motivate some others.  This means that there are some stimulus that can make people react in one way, while the same stimulus can make react others in another way. According to Stephen Yelon and Grace Weinstein (1988), it depends on the environment in which people are living, also it depends on the attitudes and the goals they have for the future.

Parents are part of the motivation in the learning process of their children. When parents support their children, these feel that they can reach any goal that they plan for their lives, because they are sure that their parents will be by them in any situation. They are able to learn easier since that parents motivate them through stimulus, so they feel safe and as  a result they get success in everything that they do.

While there exist parents that influence their children in a positive way, there are some others that do it negatively. This kind of parents do not support their children in any activity nor in the learning process; so, their children do not feel the need to please their parents, because they know that they never receive stimulus, that make them feel motivated so they do not succeed in their activities.

In the classroom, teachers play an important role in the motivation of the students.  They motivate students through stimulus such as “very good”, “excellent” after finishing a task; teachers also motivate students by giving them a nice environment that includes dynamics, plays and other type of activities that make them feel comfortable in order to be able to learn. Students also can feel motivated not only by the activities that the 

teachers develop in class, but also by the personal characteristics that they have in their teaching. 

 As parents can influence negatively,  teachers can influence similarly in the motivation in the learning process. It means that if a teacher never gives stimulus to the students, these feel that has not been worthwhile to perform the tasks that the teacher had assigned  and even they feel that what they had done is wrong; so, they loose the motivation to continue learning and doing the tasks that the teacher assigns. Also, the environment in which the class is developed can influence negatively the motivation of the students.  If the teacher does not develop some activities to make students relax or enjoy the class, these will get bored fast, so they will not be motivated to learn and even they will not feel the wish to take the class.  So, this factor and the other mention before are really determinant in the motivation of a person in the learning process, and this motivation can be positive or negative.

Frequently, in childhood, people say: “ I want to become a (profession)” this is because they have been motivated, maybe by the teachers, parents, friends, environment, etc.  And so, they grow up with that idea to become professionals in the future, and maybe while the years pass they  can change their minds about what they want to study as a profession. When they become adolescents and they are studying  in high school, they face the moment to take the important  decision  to choose a career; of course, if they decide to study a career in the university or in another institution to be a professional; but sometimes students take this decision just to please their parents, to be with their friends, etc.  Is it in this moment when people sometimes take a wrong 

decision about the career they have chosen?. Well, that is why it is necessary to know what are the real motivations that move people to study a career.
3.2. MOTIVATION IN THE CHOICE OF A CAREER.

It is known that motivation plays an important role in many activities in life. As  it was said previously, the behaviour depends on the motivation people have, it means that people behave according to the motivation they have toward something, even when they have to take an important decision.  And precisely, talking about decisions, there is a really important decision in life, and that is when people decide what to study in the university, to become professionals.

The progress and success people have in the laboral life will depend on the choice of a career. When people have studied a career in the university or another institution of higher education, the opportunities to get a job increases since  nowadays, almost all the enterprises demand professionals in specific fields. So, it is of great importance that people study a career that allows them to join easily in the laboral life. But any career?.  According to Liliana Ponti de Vettorazzi,( teacher of School Orientation I and II of the National University of Río Cuarto), when people choose what to study after finishing high school, they do not have to think that they will study just to get money, or just to get a degree, etc; but they have to think of their personal interests, the requirements that are needed to study a specific career, the university in which they will study and also their economic conditions. 

There exist some aspects that students must bear in mind in the choice of a career. One important aspect that people have to think or analyse is their personal interests. Sometimes, these interests are discovered in childhood, says Smirnow et all, Psychology 1960; for example, there are some children that rapidly get interested in cars after parents have bought  them; even though, these are just toys, to the extent they grow up they get more interested  to know more about cars and their different names, kinds, etc; and so, when they are adolescents they are motivated to study something related to cars, maybe an engineering in automobilism. There are many possibilities that these kind of students reach success because they study what they really like and what is related with their interests, and it seems like if they were prepared to study the career they choose, because they have an attitude to look for more and more about what they like.

Another aspect that students must take into account before choosing a career, is the fact to know more about the requirements of the career.  It is necessary that students know exactly the name of the career, the specific fields in which they could develop professionally in the future; also, the period of study of such a career, the respective subjects of the career; in order for the students  to know if there exists subjects in which they could have problems since they do not like them. Also, it is necessary to know the real needs that the country demands for professionals, this means that students have to know the careers that have more demand and the ones that are less demanded. 

 Also, students that want to continue studying at the university have to take into account their economic conditions. This is so important, because there are some careers in which people have to spend a lot of money; since that, some of them demand the use 

of a lot of books, instruments, and other materials.  For example, the career of Medicine demands a lot of books, Dentistry, a lot of instruments; therefore, students must be conscious that they can afford the expenses of the career.  But, there are also some careers in  which students do not spend so much money, and this sometimes makes students get motivated to study a career of this kind, not much money is spent, but this can be a mistake because it could be that such a career is not their vocation and therefore, they will not be satisfied with what they are studying.

The prestige of the university in which people decide to study, is another aspect that has to beard  in mind when choosing a career.  In many countries, society thinks and has the idea that most of the more prestigious professionals are those who have studied in the best universities of a country. Through the years, people have thought that almost always or always the most prestigious university of a country is the university that belongs to the state, this is because those universities have the support of the government of the country, and that is why some students decide to study in a state university,  but some others decide to study in other universities, it does not matter what other people think about these universities; therefore, it is important to know this kind of information.

There are some students that are sure of what they want to study, even though they are not still in high school, maybe because they are really motivated to study a career in the university, it could be that they received stimulus through their lives, their parents’ professions, their environment, their teachers, some of the subjects that they took in their different courses in life, etc.  According to the book Psychology, Smirnov et all, 1960, there exists three stages in which it is explained how motivation to study is 

developed; the first one is when children go for the first time to school in which they enjoy to perform activities that are assigned by the teacher. The second one is when they are in third or fourth course. In this stage , they are motivated by the fact to be a good student, to get excellent grades and responsibility is developed in them. And the last stage is in which students are motivated to prepare themselves for the future life, this appears in the last course before high school and it is in this stage in which students begin to get interested in a specific subject.

It is in those stages in which motivation to study is developed in people, and therefore through the years, their personal interests allow people to know about what they really want to become in a future. But what happens with students who do not know what career they will choose? Is it that they are not motivated? It is supposed that their motivations to study were already developed through the years in the different courses in life, but maybe they are motivated just to the fact to study something , but not to the fact to choose a career.

To choose a career is needed to be enough mature to take a right  decision in order to be successful in such a career; but most of the fresh students are adolescents, which means  lack of maturity to take important decisions in life. Adolescence is a period of transition in which people do not  have a stable life style.  Adolescents are almost always unable to think about the effects of their decisions in a long-term. 

 
When children, many people use to ask: What do you want to become when being adult?  And people answer pretty sure: a teacher , a doctor, etc.  To decide about the rest of our lives is not so easy, even it seems to be like that. This choice and all the decisions  people take in life will be determinant for their future. When people choose a career or a job, they are choosing a life project; they choose what they want to become, what working at, and how to live.

When adolescents have to choose a career, they get confused with this kind of decisions, because this is a so difficult task which is related with identity that even it is not completely formed. Also, this situation becomes difficult when adolescents feel pressured by the lack of time, expectations and parents’ wishes. In order to choose a convenient career, it is important that adolescents have a high responsibility with the one they have chosen, so that they become successful professionals.

Students that have chosen a major for which  they feel interest and vocation tend to get better grades and more likely to complete college successfully, so it is important to choose a career  with the interests in mind.  Interests are important to people in order to be motivated to learn something with success.  It is fundamental that people have interest in what they are learning, because their activities  acquire  sense according to such motivation.  Interests are related with the decisions people take in life, this is because they acquire the new knowledge with a deep assimilation, since that is something which  call their attention. So, in the choice of a career, all the aspects mentioned before must be meaningful for students  in the decision of the choice of a career.

3.3. LICENCIATURA EN IDIOMA INGLES ,OPCION ENSEÑANZA.  (B.A. IN ENGLISH IN THE TEACHING AREA.)

The Foreign Language Department of the University of El Salvador offers a career which train people in the English teaching in a higher level, and this is the Licenciatura en Idioma Inglés, opción Enseñanza. This career was born because the society had the need of professionals in the English teaching in the higher level as a foreign language; according to the Academic brochure of the UES 1998, this career implies an integral formation since it includes the learning of the English as well as the training for the teaching of such a language. This career is structured in the communicative focus which includes phonological, syntactical, morphological, semantic and lexical aspects since that English is seen as a human communicative media.

At the end of the career, the professionals in the English teaching will get a profile which allows them to develop the capacities that are mentioned below. The professionals in this area will be able to explain the didactic evaluation of the English teaching-learning process , understand the theories that are related with the teaching-learning process of the English language; these professionals will be able also, to apply linguistics, methodological, research  and evaluative aspects in this area; to compare the Anglo-American culture with the culture of this country; and also to establish learning objectives for the four skills of a language: writing, reading speaking and listening. 

Finally, in order to become a professional in the teaching area is necessary to take a program which contains 36 subjects  that are classified in six areas.  These are the 

development of the four skills, the linguistic area whose objective is to analyse the language carefully; the research area that allows to develop a capacity to do research in the area of teaching and at the same time the searching of solutions in the case of  a problem in such an area; the general formation, in which the student is given some knowledge of Arts and History of El Salvador ; the methodological area which allows to get knowledge about methods of teaching and the practice area whose objective is to make  students  put in practice  the teaching  of the language before graduating.

4. THE REAL MOTIVATIONS THAT FRESH STUDENTS HAD IN THE CHOICE OF THE CAREER OF LICENCIATURA EN IDIOMA INGLES,OPCION ENSEÑANZA, OF THE FOREIGN LANGUAGES DEPARTMENT OF THE UNIVERSITY OF EL SALVADOR, SEMESTER I-2003.

Choosing means to select something, it means to select one thing among several options with the purpose to reach a goal or to satisfy a need.  The choice of a career means an important responsibility, because to study a career is a long process that requires several years of study, in which the person is growing and maturing and in the end this person reach his/her personal fulfilment and so, when the person enters to the laboral life, he/she can contribute to the progress of a country ( social, economic, scientific, etc.) 

But choosing a career is not an easy task, this decision requires an important factor, that is motivation.  The choice of a career, for example Medicine , Engineer, etc, requires that people are motivated to study such a career. To be motivated means to make an activity related on what we like or what we are interested in, and to have the vocation to study certain career, and when people decide to study a career this have to be a career in which they feel interested in and not to study it just for convenience or to get money, or because the person is being pressured by external factors such as parents, friends , etc.

The University of El Salvador offers several careers which are options for the people that want to study in such a university. But specifically, there is one career which is very demanded by people and this is the career of Licenciatura en Idioma Inglés, 

opción Enseñanza, that belongs to the Foreign Language Department of the School of Arts and Sciences. According to the Academic Brochure of the UES (1998), such a career was born to fill the needs to make professionals of higher level in the field of the teaching of English; this career also makes students to develop an analytical and critical attitude toward the teaching-learning process in different levels.(from basic to intensive level).

Well, but why is this career so demanded? At first sight, it can be said that languages sometimes call the attention of the people, but specially English, this is because it is one of the most spoken languages in the world, and in El Salvador is not the exception.  

Some of the people who are interested to study English, try to learn it in courses, because they are not interested to become professionals in this area but some others decide to study English as a career.  The ones that decide to study English as a profession, do it because they want to be professionals in this language. Specifically it can be mentioned the ones that decide to study in a Higher education institution. One of such institution is the  UES, in which they have as option the career of Licenciatura en Idioma Inglés, opción Enseñanza of the Foreign Language Department whose objective is to train people in the teaching of such a language,  but during years, this career has been taken by some people who do not want to become teachers of English but to get better opportunities, to travel to other countries, to work as translators , interpreters, to work in airlines; or simply because they like English, likewise the fresh students of 2003 who are experiencing the same phenomenon do as those in the previous years.

One of the fresh students’ goals is to get better opportunities to get jobs. Nowadays, many students when finishing  high school  decide to look for a job instead of studying a career because of the lack of the economic sources to live, but there are  others that decide to study a career in the university or other institution of higher education. These people decide to do this because they think that having a degree, they will be better rewarded economically than others that do not have a professional degree. To the extent time goes, people need to satisfy more and more necessities but to do that, they need economic sources, and in order to get this, they have to have a job that can supply all their needs, but they say “not any job”.

The fresh students of the career of Licenciatura en Idioma Inglés, opción Enseñanza, semester I-2003,  think that when they become professionals in this field, they would  improve their economic status. Why? They are conscious that in these days, jobs demands  a lot of requirements and among them is the domain of the English as a second language, this is because in some jobs is necessary to work with foreign people or because some jobs require to travel to other countries. They are pretty sure that English will give them the prestige to get a job; they have clear in their minds that they have to study a career in order to get more opportunities to work, since it is not so easy to get a job for those people who have not studied a career. They think that more prepared professionally you are, more prepared to face the laboral life you are; but they do not think in any moment that even though they get a degree, it is difficult to get a job in this country, because of the level of poverty that people are living, on the contrary, they believe and trust themselves that they will have the opportunity to get a job easily just for 

the fact to domain the language. That is why they have the idea that at the end of such a career, they will have a job in which they will develop professionally.

Another fresh students’ objective is travelling to other countries.Another motivation of the fresh students of the career of Licenciatura en Idioma Inglés, opción Enseñanza, semester I-2003, is to travel to other countries when finishing the career. Most of them affirm that they have the wish to travel to other country with the idea that they could have better opportunities to get economic sources, to support their expenses. And they are sure that a country where they would like to work is the United States of America, because it  is a country in which they can succeed, and by doing so, they would get better life conditions. 

A relevant point that was found is that these students are really motivated to learn the English as a career here in El Salvador; even though, they could learn such a language in other country. The ones that have lived in the USA, said that they manage some of the skills of the English language, and they have learnt it without taking classes, but by external factors such as jobs, TV., but they say that those factors are not enough to learn English; they are pretty convinced that they need to study it as a career. But, why did they decide to study English as a career here and not in the USA?. Well, these students that have been there said that in order to study there, it is necessary to make a big expense; so, it is more convenient, economically, to study here, and at the end of the career to get back there.For those people who have not been there, it is better to learn English here, in order to get to USA with the knowledge about the language.

Is there a contradiction when they said that they would like to travel to other country and that they would like to get a better job here in El Salvador?. Well, previously it was explained that these fresh students want to get a job in which they can be well-rewarded, but they also said that if they do not reach such a goal here in El Salvador, they would like to travel to work abroad. But, it is important to mention that not all of them want to leave this country, and instead of that, they would rather work here; and also, several of them want to travel instead to work here, it means that they are not pretty sure if they want to work here and get a well-rewarded job, or, if they want to go to another country.

English as favourite subject in high school is another reason for fresh students’ decision to study this career. Now, according to the data gotten through the research made with the fresh students of the career of Licenciatura en Idioma Inglés, opción Enseñanza, semester I-2003, this team affirms that another important motivation that made them to choose this career, is that English was their favourite subject in high school. Most of these students really like English; since their teachers of English in high school motivated them to learn the language, and some of those teachers told them that if they had the vocation to study English as a profession, they could choose a career related with the language. 

But, why were their teachers of English a push to make fresh students take the decision to study this career? When these students were studying in high school, they were accustomed to learn English through different sources like cassettes, for example they used to listen to English songs, and sometimes they had to practice by completing 

them, and so, they could learn new vocabulary. They also said that even though for some people English is a difficult subject, for them it is not, simply because they like it.

 When they were in high school, they used to look for more and more strategies in order to learn  the language and this made that they did not fail in such a subject. Also, they said that in order to success in a career; first, people have to like it since they are in primary or high school, but they say that there is a problem and it is that sometimes English is not so much taken into account in some institutions , specially in the public ones institution.  English is not seen as an important subject as in the bilingual institutions. Some of the public institutions give the English class once or twice a week just to fill the schedule and therefore, this situation affected the learning in these students that are motivated to learn the language, because they were not so much prepared when they came to study this career. They think that they chose this career because they were really motivated in High School and now they are satisfied because they are sure they will get success in the future when they become professionals.
Another objective of the fresh students is to work as translators, interpreters and in airlines. The goal as a translator, interpreter, and to work in an airline is a motivation that have made that the fresh students of the career of Licenciatura en Idioma Inglés, opción Enseñanza, semester I-2003 decided to choose such a career. Translation is an area that seems interesting for these students, because they associate it with reading, which is a skill that is not so difficult for them; therefore, they would like to perform the translation in any kind of documents. They see the translation as a way to get some economic income, since they have heard  that is well-rewarded and they also said this is 

an enjoyable activity, this is because they still do not know the difficulty and complexity that translation requires, and just are motivated because they think the career is interesting and  because they are disposed to learn it in order to work in such an area.

Another area in which they would like to work in is the interpretation. This area seems interesting for them as well as translation; since, they have seen on TV when some foreign people have come to the country and their speeches have been interpreted by others. Some of them use to  get confused with the terms translation and interpretation, but when the instrument for this research was applied, such terms were explained and they got interested with both areas. They  prefer the translation, but they see interpretation as an opportunity to perform the listening and speaking skill. These students are conscious that interpretation is an area which is not well-known in this country, because it is not a so much demanded field, but they believe that they will perform it in other country.

Working in an airline is a motivation that made these fresh students to choose this career. When these students were asked in which area they would like to work when they became professional, most of the ones that do not want to become teachers said that they would like to work in an airline in whatever country. This is the area they prefer because they have the idea that it is one of the best  rewarding jobs; since some of them know some people who work in such an area and they have told them their experiences and they have felt the motivation. Moreover, they see this area as an opportunity to meet other people who could help them to get other jobs. 

So, these are the areas in which they would like to become professionals in a future, because they are the ones that they consider more interesting than other areas.

5. CONCLUSION.

It can be concluded that most of the fresh students of this career see in the learning of English an opportunity to improve their lives, by finding better jobs, but not as becoming teachers, even though this career has as option the teaching of such a language, but why did they choose  this career?Well, most of the fresh students  of the career of the Licenciatura en Idioma Inglés, opción Enseñanza are people who are in their adolescence and just a few of them are in their twenties or more and this was a determinant factor in their choice of this career.  These adolescents tend to think first in what they like the most  or what is related with their high school; for example most of them said that their favourite subject was English, what happened then? Maybe these students used to get their best grades in such a subject when they were in High School; moreover, they said the teacher of English  was a motivator  at the time to teach the language, so as a result they chose  this career, but as was said they are adolescents;  therefore, they are at the age in which they are not enough mature to take the right decision, since  they do not analyse the situations to know the consequences or effects they could bring them in the future.

 There was discovered something really relevant in these students: most of them said that English is related with their interests, but a third part of the group said that they are not sure if they feel vocation for this career. It is curious that they are interested to study such a career, but they are not sure if English is their vocation, because according to Stephen Yelon (1988), the interests are related with the vocation , remember the vocation is a “call that people feel inside “ and it is an inclination of the personality to 

choose any activity. So, they are interested in the career, but they are not sure about their vocation; this is due to the lack of orientation before entering in the university. In other words, they are just interested to get a degree at the end of the career, without thinking seriously if this career is their vocation, apparently they are studying English, but they have not thought if they will succeed or fail.

Apparently, these students did not have any kind of orientation before deciding to study this career. Most of them were not influenced by someone when they decided to study the major of English, so it means they take on their own decisions either good or bad. These students are adolescent that in the majority are eighteen, and it means they do not have enough maturity to take the right decisions, so when they decided to study English, they were not helped by someone; just five of them said that were helped by their mothers, maybe they had at least a previous orientation or help to take a right decision, because this is one of the most important decision in life, in which people have to think several times.

A curious point that was found in the analysis of the research made on these students, is that even though the career is for the teaching field, just few of the fresh  students of such a career have as a goal to become teachers. They say that they would like to learn the language with the goal to convey their knowledge to other people; so, it could appear that they have made the right decision with the fact to have chosen the career that is according to their interests.

 Finally, this team recommends fresh students  not  to leave out the opinions of others, they have to ask themselves how they see the country in the future, how they see themselves in the next ten years, and they have to compare both visions, in order to make proposals for a better country. Moreover, it is important that people who want to study a career, visit some universities, for them to see the advantages they offer, to consult some teachers and professionals’ opinions, which is so important, and  not to choose the easiest way and career, but to choose consciously a career in which students feel the vocation to study. 
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7. GLOSSARY.

· Adolescence: is the stage of the psychological development of everybody and begins at the age of 12 years, it is characterized by morphological and physiological changes.
· Choice: is the freedom that people has to choose something between some options. 
· Decision: is the resolution that is made in the choice between several options.
· English: language of the Germanic group that is spoken in The United States of America and England and all the countries that are dominated by the countries mentioned.
· Freshmen: the students who are registered legally in a career for the first time and that are taking the basic subjects of the curriculum of the career.
· Interest: is the determined direction that the cognitive functions take toward an object or phenomenon of the reality.
· Motivation: is the stage or excitement that makes people to perform actions.
